INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A Ensure your wood splitter and the area around it is clean and free of debris, resting on dry level ground, wheel chock
applied and the engine shut off. Have the shelf kit and tools close by on a work surface.

Unpack the shelf kit. Lay the parts out on the work surface and use the parts list in the back of this manual to check that all

parts are included. All hardware will be in a plastic bag attached to the main shelf.

Basic tools needed: 3/4” wrench or socket
1. Rotate the shelf base so the shelf will be in the
“up” position during assembly.

2. Support the wood splitter so the stand is not supporting
any weight, then remove the stand/hitch assembly.
Discard the nuts.

With a helper, position the shelf base on to the four

mounting bolts. While your helper holds the shelf in
place, fitthe stand/hitch assembly over the shelf base.
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with the four lock nuts /
supplied with the kit. /
